The need to study the city s diplomacy comes from the fact that the transformations
in the world political system and economy have made cities more visible, specific
actors in the arena of international relations. Acting as actors in the global political
system, they form a new alternative dimension of interaction with each other, but at the
same time do not isolate themselves exclusively incity-to-city contacts.They aimto get
their place and right to vote in international organizations. In this way, there is a need
for theoretical understanding of the city specifics as an actorand application of “city
diplomacy” in a wide range of international issues.
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The purpose of the paper is re-evaluate the role of the city as an international entity
through the study of cities practical manifestations of the soft power in diplomatic
activities.

Assignment: establish the preconditions for the emergence of modern ‘“city
diplomacy” and the characteristics of cities as actors in the city's diplomacy,; consider
approaches to interpreting the concept of “city diplomacy”,the mechanisms of city
diplomacy and describe their types; identify the main trends in the development of city
diplomacy as a soft power.
